THE RENEWAL OF BAPTISMAL YOWS
Stand and the President or another minister says

As we celebrate the resurrection of our Lord Jesus Christ

from the dead, we remember that through the paschal mystery we have died
and been buried with him in baptism,

so that we may rise with him to a new life within the family

of his Church. Now that we have completed our observance of Lent, we renew
the promises made at our baptism, affirming our allegiance to Christ, and our
rejection of all that is evil.

Therefore | ask these questions.

Do you turn to Christ?
| turn to Christ.

Do you repent of your sins?
| repent of my sins.

Do you renounce evil?
I renounce evil.

And now | ask you to make the profession of Christian faith into which you were
baptised, and in which you live and grow.

Do you believe and trust in God the Father,
source of all being and life,

the one for whom we exist?

I believe and trust in him.



Do you believe and trust in God the Son,
who took our human nature, died for us and rose again?
| believe and trust in him.

Do you believe and trust in the Holy Spirit,
who gives life to the people of God

and makes Christ known in the world?

I believe and trust in him.

This is the faith of the Church.
This is our faith.
We believe and trust in one God,
Father, Son and Holy Spirit.
